First, determine why the medication has been
recalled, precisely who demanded the product recall, and
what scientific data is behind that recall. You should then
sit down with your family doctor and ask for alternative
meedication options. Question any risks associated with
those alternatives, and which option would be best for you.
Independently rescarch any alternatives by checking the
Physician’s Desk Reference and reputable Internet sites.
As far as the medication recall itself and any
legal actions that could be taken, determine what
harm the drug is alleged to have caused, whether the
potential likelihood of that harm was suppressed by
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the manufacturers, if the alleged harm came about as
a result of that suppression, and if that alleged harm is
the same as any injury you are suffering.

Consult an attorney who specializes in drug
litigation cases. Offen those cases become class action
suits, and if the case becomes a class action matter,
determine whether you qualify as part of the class.
Make sure you obtain a copy of your pharmacy records
and a copy of your family doctor’s records concerning
what was prescribed and when. Before taking action,
ensure that you complied with instructions for taking
the medication appropriately:
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
